(cum laude), he obtained his ph.d. in linguistics at indiana university in 1959. author of more than 80 linguistic works and publications, dr. constantino has been a recipient of  numerous philippine and international awards, including the Fok ying tung prize in 1998 for his “contribution to the promotion of national and cultural developments in southeast asia.”





consultant to the 1987 constitutional commission  that eventually adopted filipino as the national language, he now serves as a lifetime member of both the national research council of the philippines and the sentro ng wikang filipino  advisory board, having made decisive contributions to the law creating the filipino language commission. 
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
