Two $1500 Honours scholarships in the field of language endangerment are available in the Linguistics Program in 2004. Students wishing to be considered for an Honours Scholarship must be applying for entry into the Arts Honours Program. Intending full-time students are eligible to apply for the scholarships. Each scholarship is for one year only, and is paid as a stipend to the scholarship holder. Applicants should complete this form and submit it to the General office, School of Languages, Cultures and Linguistics, Menzies Building, Clayton Campus, room S423, (Monash University, Victoria 3800), and marked "Attention Dr M. Florey".

The Scholarships will be awarded preferentially to students who wish to undertake an honours research project in the field of language endangerment. Scholarships will be awarded on the basis of applications (including a well-defined preliminary research topic), academic excellence, and interest in minority languages. Students are encouraged to apply if they have a discipline average of D (Distinction - 70%) or above.
