It is fair to say that existing international publications on discourse, and on language and communication more generally, have largely been oriented to the western world. The philosophies, concepts, theories, methods, issues and data that they use and the authors that they give voice to tend to be western in origin and/or in orientation. Consequently, ideas, voices and concerns of the non-western world are marginalized, repressed or excluded. In this sense, the scholarly discourses are still hegemonic and a-cultural, though often under the guise of integration, universality or interdisciplinarity. 

The international context, both academic and ordinary, is changing fast. The worsening situation of cultural division, prejudice and antagonism calls for concerted attention to the discourses reflecting the lives and concerns of the non-western, non-white and Third World communities and populations. The academic circles in these subjugated cultures are crying out to re-claim their cultural-intellectual identities.  In the critical approaches to social science, too, there is increasing awareness of the urgent need for egalitarian dialogue and cross-fertilization between culturally different intellectual traditions and to complement the celebrated interdisciplinarity with cultural diversity, in order to produce genuinely innovative and helpful theory and research.
To break free from the traditional cultural bondages and to facilitate the cultural politics of solidarity and common prosperity, Multilingual Matters, a market-leading publisher in the field, is launching a new journal in discourse studies, entitled Journal of Multicultural Discourses (ISSN 1744-7143). Edited by Shi-xu, Professor and Director of the Institute of Discourse and Cultural Studies, Zheijang University, China, who is also the first Chinese person to edit an international journal in the social sciences, the journal will appear in early 2006. Volume 1 will consist of two issues, with 4 issues per volume from Volume 2 (2007) onwards. Journal of Multicultural Discourses publishes articles featuring the following six particular types of subject matter:
(1) On forms of discourse studies from different cultural traditions, especially in Asia, Africa and Latin America: e.g. exploration in the history, philosophy, theory, concepts, methods or principles in the language scholarship of a particular culture;
(2) On issues, concerns, texts and contexts and hence, discourses, of the world’s diverse cultures: e.g. study of discourse from a non-western, non-white and Third-World community reflecting their own questions, issues, concerns, experiences or aspirations;
(3) On historically-conscious, critical comparisons of culturally variable versions, accounts, narratives about the 'same' or similar issues, events or situations: e.g. critical discussion on culturally varied discourses about such global issues as terrorism, imperialism, the environment, human rights or development;

(4) On constructions of one’s own and other cultures in everyday and scientific discourse and especially those discourses that repress, exclude or otherwise discriminate against other cultures: e.g. critical analysis of imperialist discourses about non-Western, non-White and Third World cultures or the cultural ‘Other’;
(5) On how to conduct culturally non-oppressive, inclusive, mutually beneficial dialogue on language, communication and discourse theory and research: e.g. deliberation or proposal on how the international scholarly community can come to terms with culturally different intellectual traditions and generate innovative, global-local theory;

(6) On how to identify, create and advocate helpful ways of  speaking of ‘other’ cultures, communities and populations as well as one’s ‘own’: e.g. characterization and promotion of ways of speaking in education, literature, mass media, etc. that enhance cultural pluralism, harmony and progress.
The journal features divergent disciplines, ranging from linguistics, discourse studies, communication studies, cultural studies, literary criticism, to critical pedagogy.

The Editor encourages the submission of high quality papers on topics relevant to the interest of the Journal of Multicultural Discourses. Reviews of important, up-to-date, relevant publications and proposals for special issues on relevant topics are also welcome.
