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SESSIONS AND WORKSHOPS

a)  The central theme of the XI Symposium is “Children and Youth, Inside and Outside of School: Debates in the Ethnography of Education” because of its importance within current debates in Anthropology and its urgency as a social issue.
b) The general aim of this gathering is to:

- Deepen the social knowledge about childhood and youth from the perspective of educational ethnography, expanding the documentation and analysis of practices and discourses that focus on them as  social actors.

- Discuss the results of studies that include children and youth as participants or informants or as objects of formal or informal educational processes, within specific sociopolitical, historical and economic contexts. 

- Contribute to comparative analysis across regions through an exchange of findings on a variety of educational processes. 

    c) Our organizational aims are:

            -
To consolidate an Inter- American exchange, widening      communication to researchers from Europe and other regions, and developing mechanisms which allow communication and transference of knowledge and experiences among researchers who share an interest in ethnographic methods. 

         -To promote the dissemination of results of ethnographic and qualitative studies throughout  the academic community.

 The projected themes for the sessions are:

1. Approaches to children, adolescents and youth from different disciplinary perspectives. Contributions and debates.

2. Children and youth: practices and discourses that mark distinctions in the age stage transition. Tensions between universalism and particularity.

3. Children and youth: normativity and everyday life. Analytical categories and usage categories.

4. School democratization and the foregrounding of children and youth. The problem of school governance/management.

5. Children and youth: in institutional and social contexts. Policy implications.

6. Children and youth: issues of inclusion and exclusion.

7. The school and the construction of childhood and youth: debates and challenges in today´s context.

8. Children and youth from ethnic and linguisticly diverse backgrounds. Intercultural issues in education.

9. Homeless children and the appropriation of urban spaces.
