In their editorial to the journal’s latest issue (Vol 7.1, 2013), which can be found on the equinox website, editors Ann Weatherall and Elizabeth Stokoe reflect on Volume 6 of the journal, provide an annual profile of contributors and decisions made, and report on publishing developments.

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The Sixth Year of Gender & Language

Volume 6 of the journal is notable as being a bumper one, with each issue including a special issue as well as regular articles. This allowed publication of work that had accumulated as a result of increasing submissions of individual papers and special issues. The previously reported move to three issues for Volume 7 should avoid the build-up of accepted papers that was resulting in unfortunate delays in getting work out.

Volume 6 saw a consolidating of the changes in the editorial team that occurred in 2011. Elizabeth Stokoe completed her first full year as co-editor and the new editorial structure, which included three Associate Editors – Paul Baker, Lia Litosseliti and Louise Mullany -- became operational. The bigger editorial team broadens the expertise of the Editors and also spreads the workload to ensure incoming papers are dealt with promptly and efficiently. We had also made some scheduled changes to the editorial board, with members rotated off and new members invited. This issue also saw us move to an in-house editorial assistant, Sarah Hussell. We think the new editorial structure and team is working well. It is reassuring to have a diverse range of expertise available for support and advice about the journal and the work submitted to us.   

Annual Profile of contributors and decisions made

In the 14 months ending December 2012 we received over 50 new submissions. The vast majority (90%) of manuscripts were empirical articles, with the small remainder being book reviews, review essays or commentaries. There were also a high number of editorial decisions made – over 70 – reflecting the large number of submissions that were progressing through the review process from previous years and what resulted in the bumper 6th Volume.  Of the decisions made about half were to accept for publication, around a quarter were declined and the remainder requested further revisions.

Publishing Matters

The publishing world is changing extremely rapidly and we strive to keep up with new developments and harness their potential for increasing the currency, visibility and impact of our authors’ work. We are still working with Equinox to accomplish on-line publishing of papers as they are accepted to publication; currently issues that are ready to go into production become available online before the printed version. An innovation that we will be trailing in the next year is the publication of virtual issues, where previously published papers that share a theme will be brought together and published with an invited commentary as an additional special electronic issue. One has just been completed on corpus based studies, edited by Paul Baker, and will be published imminently. We are still waiting to hear the outcome of our application to have the journal included in the ISI Web of Knowledge so that we will be able to report and track our impact factor.  We are now listed by Scopus but the first round of statistics is yet to be reported.
