Dear ICHL participant,


Just a few final points:


There will be no photocopying available at the Hotel Ibis.  The nearest is a coin-operated machine (10 cents per page) at our Franklin St campus, which is 2 blocks away.  You are advised to bring your handouts and overheads with you.  


The Hotel Ibis is situated on the northern edge of the Central Business District and is about 20 kms from Melbourne (Tullamarine) Airport.  A taxi costs nearly $40.  A Skybus runs at half-hourly intervals  and it takes you to within walking distance of the hotel.


Parking is available at Kings Parking.  This is adjacent to the hotel and offers a special rate  of $8 per day for Hotel Ibis guests.


A common ticket takes you on trains, trams and buses.  Tickets can be purchased from various shops or from vending machines at stations or on trams (coin operated machines only).  An all day pass for zone 1 costs $5 and zone 1 extends about 12 kms from the city centre.  A free tourist tram circles the city, passing along La Trobe Street, 3 blocks south of the Ibis.


The maximum temperature is likely to be in the 14-18 range and the minimum in the 4-10 range.  Expect a mixture of sunshine and cloud and an odd shower.  Both the day trips are to the hills, where it is chillier, as you would expect.


Registration begins at 2.00 on Sunday 12 August and welcome drinks begin at 6.00.  Registration is open from 8.00 each day of the conference.


They say that there is no such thing as a free lunch, but we are providing just that for the first day of the conference, Monday 13 August.  For the rest of the week  you can pop out to any of the numerous eating places around the city.  For dining out there is the famous Lygon Street just a few blocks from the Ibis as well as the city restaurants.  There will be an ICHL Good Food Guide in your satchel.


Anyone with special dietary requirements  for the Conference Dinner should notify Kate well in advance.


Some participants have still not registered.  All participants, including those taking part only in workshops must register.


You may need a visa.  Contact the Australian Embassy or High Commission in your country for all information including visa requirements.   An Australian Government Guide to Visiting Australia www.immi.gov.au/visitors provides up-to-date information in 17 languages.


Please keep checkiong the timetable.  There will inevitably be changes.
