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Report on the XVI th International Conference on Historical Linguistics, 11th-15th of August 2003

This conference gathered the largest number ever of participants, of papers, and of languages studied. There were 370 participants from 35 countries and 5 continents.

Out of a very large number of abstracts submitted and reviewed, 246 were accepted and 236 actually read. We had 15 thematic sections and between 7 and 9 parallel session each day.
