· Enrolled full-time in an accredited college/university master’s or doctorate program that incorporates studying the revitalization of an indigenous language.

· Demonstrate leadership qualities

· Maintain high academic achievement

· Serve as a role model for other students

· Demonstrate creativity in commitments in the following areas:  

· Promote an understanding and appreciation for native language revitalization

· Demonstrate positive, active student leadership within the school or indigenous community they are serving

· Demonstrate and/or encourage peer student and indigenous community involvement in revitalizing indigenous languages
