Proposal Preparation Guidelines:

1. Proposal Form (attached): All submitters should complete the form below with the 50 word abstract carefully proofread and ready for publication in the conference program.
2. Abstract: Attach a 300-word abstract of the presentation for review by readers. Abstracts, except those for panels, should have no author identification or affiliation either in the title or in the body of the abstract in order to ensure anonymous review. Abstracts should be typed on one 8 1/2" by 11" paper (one side only). All abstracts should define the title or topic of the presentation, objectives, methodology, significance, and other pertinent information. At the top of the page, state the title/topic of the presentation and the type of session.
3. Mail-in Submission: Submit FOUR (4) copies of your abstract plus one copy of the proposal form to the conference coordinators at the address at the bottom of the attached form. Please include a self-addressed stamped postcard to receive acknowledgment of receipt of your proposal.
4. Email Submission: Submit your abstract and the proposal form to sils09@asu.edu. Be sure to include an email address on the form below to receive acknowledgment of receipt of your proposal.

Types of Presentations:

Workshop (45 or 90 minutes): Intensive sessions in which participants exchange research and practices on the revitalization and teaching of Indigenous language(s).
Papers (20-minute presentation followed by 10-minute Q/A-discussion): A description and/or discussion of the presenter’s(s’) work related to Indigenous language revitalization/maintenance. Presenters are encouraged to use handouts and audio-visual aids and to present a summary of the paper rather than read a prepared text.

Demonstration (45 minutes): Presentation of a specific teaching and/or assessment strategy. Presenters are encouraged to use handouts and audio-visual aids, and to include students/participants in their demonstrations.

Symposium (90 minutes): Presentation by multiple presenters on key issues, topics, programs, research, and/or teaching of Indigenous languages.  Interactive formats allowing time for audience interaction/discussion are encouraged.

Youth panel (60 minutes): This type of panel provides a forum for youth between the ages of 14-29 to discuss issues related to intergenerational perspectives on Indigenous language stabilization and improvement of Indigenous language education in the school/community.

Intergenerational panel (60 minutes): This type of panel provides a forum to present intergenerational perspectives on the conference theme. Presentations by a combination of youth, elders, parents, teachers, and other community members are encouraged.  
Poster Presentation (15-20 minutes, ongoing for a 1-hour time block): Indigenous language program descriptions, teaching materials, and other Indigenous language activities. 

Roundtable (60 minutes): Interactive panel to discuss a specific topic related to the conference theme.
