	Religion has been a powerful force in language change and dissemination. In some instances, the impact of religion on language has not been planned in an explicit way but has resulted in profound changes on language and society (unplanned language planning), however in other cases, religious organisations have developed and implement conscious, clearly articulated plans for language. The relationship between religion and language planning is not simply one which influences the domain of religion itself, but rather has complex relationships with the wider language ecology:

· Religious organisations make decisions about languages for the purposes of religious use which then have implications for the dissemination and use of such languages. 

· Particular languages may be closely associated with particular religions and this can affect their maintenance, use and development beyond the specific field of religion. 

· Religious organisations have been significant forces for developing literacy and disseminating languages through their educational work.

· The mobility of religious groups has important consequences for how religious institutions have used languages. For some groups there has been a strong movement to maintain traditional languages in new linguistic contexts, either for religious purposes or for more general communication. Other communities have faced decisions about changing languages and the linguistic profile of their membership has changed following migration.

This volume invites papers which examine any of the ways in which religion and religious bodies have influenced language choice, language structure or language use. It aims to be a broad survey of the various ways that religion and language planning interrelate.
