Social dynamics of video documentation
The use of the video camera in linguistic field work makes possible a level of detail and clarity not previously possible. It is also fraught with problems. Video changes the entire dynamic of the recording session, influencing linguists, bystanders, and native speaker participants in sometimes unpredictable ways. But in cultures where filming is possible, and especially for endangered languages, video will soon be regarded as best practice for both documentation and archiving.This session will explore video techniques that have been tested in variety of field conditions, social settings and elictication tasks.
