The ALIENTO scientific team organises a three-day encounter on medieval sapiential tradition (VIIIth-XVth C.) in the Iberian Peninsula, in the perspective of the data base that is being built up.

In March 2009 a first international colloquium, “Sapiential sentences: cultures et transmissions”, brought together researcher who collaborated already on the project or wished to participate in it. Its main purpose consisted in the presentation of the project content, its aims and its methods. 

At this stage of the work, we must contrast once more our observations with those of the specialists of the texts included in the Aliento corpus, insure the participants’ synergy by the organisation of workshops, and broaden our scientific perimeter. 

This year, the conferences and communications will be on the Ancient sources of our texts and their influence between the IXth and XVth Centuries. The workshops will deal with the formalisation of the textual data for the construction of the database starting from some sample of databases on sapiential literature. 
ALIENTO collaborators are invited to present a paper on the ancient sources of the text they are working on.

The 16 and 17 November sessions will take place in Metz and the 18 November session will be in Paris. On 17 November, there will be workshops; the sessions of the 16 and the 18 will be devoted to conferences. The presentations will not exceed 40 minutes; a fifteen-minute discussion will follow.
A 20€ fee will be asked to the contributors to be paid to the Université Paul Verlaine-Metz.

ALIENTO PROJECT 
	Sapiential statements or sentences have been an important element of the exchanged knowledge during the High Middle Ages and they have produced in Spain numerous collections of sayings and proverbs (with or without glosses), florilegia, the study of which has been only partially systematised. There are a great number of scholarly editions, monographies and Academic works on specific aspects and their information must be assembled in a network. Investigation has essentially focalised its synthetic work on fairy tales, exempla, scientific texts, ballads (indexes and/or data bases), leaving aside short units as proverbes and sententiae. The ALIENTO data base project has been created as a consequence of this observation. The assembled data which relies on an international scientific network is expected to provide a better understanding of the sapiential units’ circulation in Europe during the Middle Ages, of their sources and their posterity. The comparison of these sapiential units belonging to different cultural areas and languages is in many aspects problematic.

The project is to develop a textual data base of medieval sapiential corpora which has been largely translated and spread out into the Iberian Peninsula between the VIIIth and XVth C. These texts are progressively digitalized and encoded (XML) in order to extract and compare their “brief sapiental units”. Other data bases are being developed to compile knowledge coming from previous critical editions and research. The following data bases will be linked to the textual data base: 
a) a bibliographic database 

b) a database on works compiling academic knowledge on every corpus and its history 

c) a database on authors gathering biographical information on compilators, translators and authors 

d) a lexical database, giving terminological and graphic equivalences
