The Academy primarily caters for Transition to Year 6 students within a multi-age class and supports a separate Early Learning (0-4yrs) cohort.
The Academy is a deep source of pride for the community who value on country education, which engages Indigenous mentors, leaders, and Warddeken rangers with skilled teachers. The Academy is a critical piece of social infrastructure that supports the strong, vibrant and growing community of Kabulwarnamyo, whose future depends on children learning to live, work, and thrive within two knowledge systems.
