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This paper examines two resemblances between Cree and Lakota (and in fact Dakotan as a group), which look as though they may result from inter language contact.  This rather rudimentary study only attempts to pinpoint these two rather easily recognizable points of resemblance and to point out that the resemblance between these two languages at that point does not seem to be reflected in the sister languages of the two, particularly Cree looks more like Lakota than it looks like Ojibway, although in other respects Cree resembles Ojibway quite closely and the two are often said to have spread west together and to share a degree of mutual intelligibility in language.  The two features examined are the form of the Wh- Indefinite elements, T- words in both languages, and the formation of the irrealis construction.


Comparison with the wider Siouan and Algonquian families are also made and  the possibility of northern plains language contact area explored.
