Vilnius University of Applied Sciences is implementing a one-year project for sign language teacher qualification. The main idea of the project is to gather Deaf (and some hearing) people with higher pedagogical education and to provide them with qualifications necessary to work as Sign Language teachers (both L1 and L2).
In our Project, we have foreseen 30 percent of the instruction to be made by foreign lecturers. 
We are looking for lecturers having expertise in these subjects:
- Deaf culture, Deafhood, organizations etc. 
- Sign Language teaching as the native language (for Deaf pupils)
- Sign Language teaching as the foreign language (according to CEFR) 
1. The teachings should take place May-June or September-December 2014.

2.  The teachings may be done live (in Vilnius) or via video-conference from your home or work-place.
3. Instruction may be done in English or International Sign.
4. A lecturer can work as many hours as he finds appropriate, any day of the week, any time of the day – we are very flexible about time.
5. The payment is 64 EUR per hour before taxes, from which you have to pay 15 % income tax in Lithuania (we are not able to tell you if there will be some extra taxes in your country). The payment is per contact hours plus 50% time for praparation (i. e. 1  hour of preparation per 2 hours of teaching).
