Appendix 1: Example of how LSM may become standard at word level.
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	Phonetic version of: HU (BROTHER) 

	Handshape: 
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 Exact physical configuration of signer’s hands



	Movement: 
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Up and down movements illustrated here

	Contact:            
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 The hands ‘brush’ against each other



	Dynamics: 
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 The lower symbol means ‘alternate’
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	Standard (simpler) version of: HU (BROTHER)

	Handshape: 
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 A possible standard handshape for LSM



	Contact:        
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The correct symbol to use is ‘rub’. It is close to ‘brush’ however hands do not loose contact with one another, therefore it is ‘rub’.

	Movement:  No symbols are required. The orientation of the hands is clear from the spelling, and the contact symbol ‘rub’ involves movement. Whether movement is slightly up or forward is redundant for the reading of the sign.

	Dynamics: No symbol is required to indicate alternate movements, because if two handshapes ‘rub’ against each other, naturally they rub in an alternate fashion. 
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
