Aim

IMS 2005 is aimed at providing a platform for discussion in different languages of India to promote National Integration and establish an emotional bond amongst global Indians. It is hoped that this symposium will pave the way for better understanding between the regional languages of India and, hopefully, also create a healthy environment to resolve the issue of the National Language. To augment the broad objectives a three days symposium is planned to celebrate the tenth anniversary of Gitanjali Multilingual Literary Circle. The group was established on 29th April 1995 with a view “To create cohesion and better understanding between people of all ages of the host community and people of Indian sub-continent through language, culture and religion.” 

The Symposium

The symposium will be held in the heart of the United Kingdom, the land of Shakespeare, in Birmingham.  There are two main strands of this symposium namely paper presentation and a cultural programme to include a multilingual poetry reading.
Who Should Attend IMS 2005
Scholars, academia, intellectuals and anyone who passionately feels for emotional integration of global Indians and believes that the way forward for a united India is through integration of languages. 
Call for Papers 

To address the problems of integration of global Indians and look for a suitable solution papers are invited from people of distinction in any Indian language of choice who can personally present it on the day within 15 minutes.  Papers submitted should be in camera ready form on an A4 size paper. It should be typed in single space using a font size equivalent to Times Roman 12 points.  Please ensure that the cartridge or the ribbon of the printer is reasonably new.  Possibly the paper should not be more than 2,000 words long. Along with the paper in the source language (the language in which the paper will be presented) e.g. Tamil its translation in English language should also be submitted. The link language for any discussion will be English. To facilitate a smooth running of the symposium delegates will have two sets of papers in the source language and also the link language. Only OHP will be provided for paper presentation.
